Honors Program – Strategic Plan status

Ongoing development of the revitalized Honors Program, now focused on course development and staffing needs.

Ongoing work with Enrollment Management and Academic to recruit top students.

 Ongoing work with Honors teaching faculty on student learning assessment, at both course and program levels.

Honors Program needs (to be built into the budget):

· student research funding (apart from that available to other students): ~ $4000

· funds for class travel to museums, etc., an essential part of these interdisciplinary courses: ~ $5000

· funds for student travel to annual NCHC Conference: ~ $2000

· funds for improvements to the Honors House (see attached): ~ $10,500

· funds for course development in the new program framework: ~ $10,000
