CROSS consists of 100 observations on 11 variables. Each observation corresponds to a family headed by a male aged 25-54. The variables refer to behavior or status in 1963, except as noted.  The variable names and definitions are:

Number of persons in family

ED
Number of years of education received by head

AGE
Age of household head, in years

EXPER
Labor market experience of head, in years, defined as EXPER = AGE - ED - 5

MONTHS
Number of months during which head worked

RACE
Race of head, coded 1 for whites and 2 for blacks

REG
Region of residence, coded 1 for Northeast, 2 for North Central, 3 for South, and 4 for West

EARNS
Wage and salary earnings of head, expressed in thousands of dollars

INCOME
Total income of family members, expressed in thousands of dollars

WEALTH
Wealth of family on Dec. 31, 1962, expressed in thousands of dollars

SAVING
Saving (flow) of family, expressed in thousands of dollars
