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This 174-page volume is a book about volcanoes and how they work, and by extension, about how the Earth works and causes volcanic eruptions. Although this volume is not specifically about the volcanoes of New Mexico, it draws upon the abundance of volcanic features in the state for numerous examples of volcanic processes, and many of these may be familiar to readers who reside in or visit the “Land of Enchantment.” 


The authors have written the book with the assumption that the reader has had no formal training in geology, so the first few chapters provide an essential foundation of some of the most important concepts of geological science; topics such as uniformitarianism, geologic time and plate tectonics are the framework that supports the descriptions of volcanic processes in the following chapters.


Whether your interest is in the volcanoes of New Mexico in particular, or just volcanoes in general, you will find something worthwhile in this book – an explanation of how things work.
